1) iDE
Position Title: Business Development Intern

Organization Overview: iDE, formerly International Development Enterprises, is an international non-profit organization dedicated to creating income and livelihood opportunities for poor rural households. By increasing access to markets and affordable agricultural inputs, iDE supports smallholder farmers in participating effectively in high-value agriculture market systems. iDE aims to provide affordable irrigation technologies, improve food security and nutrition, build on-farm climate resilience, and improve access to water, sanitation and hygiene technologies at the household-level. The organization uses the Human Centered Design (HCD) methodology to produce the appropriate technologies for local communities. With 30 years of experience in designing and implementing creative approaches to income-generation, iDE currently operates through 11 country programs. 
Internship Position Description: Support the Business Development and Communications teams, which are responsible for iDE’s external communications, including website content, concept notes, proposals, award applications, capability statements, other marketing materials, blogs, press releases and more. Intern may also work on project related to the needs of the organization as a whole. Fluency in a foreign language is preferred (French, Spanish, Portuguese, Khmer, Nepali, Vietnamese, Bengali).
Internship Dates and Length: ~3 months, start date TBD
Location: iDE HQ in Denver, CO. Working from home may be possible on occasion.
Internship Stipend: Can apply for the Summer Internship Grant from the IRC. Candidates must submit a separate application once selected for the internship.
2) Amnesty International
Position Title: Research Intern
Organization Overview: Amnesty International is an NGO focused on human rights with over 7 million supporters globally. It primarily serves to bring justice for human rights abuse victims by mobilizing public opinion to pressure governments to comply with international law. It has received a Nobel Peace Prize for its campaign against torture in 1977. Amnesty works on six key areas: women’s, children’s, and minorities’ rights, torture, death penalty, refugees, prisoners of conscience, and human dignity. It has national sections around the world.
Internship Position Description: Interns will work on research projects to support Amnesty’s human rights campaigns. Research topics include torture, sexual reproductive rights, and gun violence. Applicants should have a strong interest and/or background in criminal justice, immigration/trafficking, national security, women’s rights, and/or international law. Some familiarity with the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights, International Covenant on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights, and the Convention Against Torture and other Cruel, Inhuman and Degrading Treatment. 
Internship Dates and Length: 2-3 months, exact dates TBD
Location: New York, NY (Amnesty International’s HQ)
Internship Stipend: Can apply for the Summer Internship Grant from the IRC. Candidates must submit a separate application once selected for the internship.
3) WorldTeach
Position Title: Volunteer Teacher 
Organization Overview: WorldTeach is an NGO that provides opportunities for individuals to spend a summer or a year as volunteer teachers in developing countries. Most volunteer teachers teach English, with a few others teaching IT, math science, and health education. 
Internship Position Description: Volunteer teachers will spend their summers teaching in one of eight countries. Applicant must choose a specific location to teach in. Housing and meals will be provided in all locations. Details of each location are as follows: (1) China: Teach English at middle school summer camps. Include cultural activities and Chinese lessons. (2) Costa Rica: Teach English in rural elementary schools. (3) Ecuador: Teach English in universities and adult education centers. (4) Morocco: Teach English in high schools or community centers for young adults. (5) Namibia: Teach computer literacy, English, and HIV/AIDS awareness in primary and secondary schools. (6) Nepal: Teach English in elementary and high schools. (7) Poland: Teach English in elementary, middle, and high schools. (8) South Africa: Teach and mentor youth at schools and community centers.
Internship Dates and Length: June-August, exact dates TBD
Location: Costa Rica, Namibia, Morocco, Nepal, Ecuador, South Africa, China, Poland
Internship Stipend: Can apply for the Summer Internship Grant from the IRC although applicants would likely also need to apply to other sources of funding for international travel. Candidates must submit a separate grant application once selected for the internship.

4) Kiva
Position Title: Summer Intern
Organization Overview: Kiva is a non-profit start-up that provides a platform for people to lend money via the Internet to low-income entrepreneurs in 70 countries. Through crowd funding, Kiva has raised more than half a billion dollars since 2005 with 99% repayment rates. The organization works with many microfinance organizations, social entrepreneurs, businesses, schools and non-profits around the world. 
Internship Position Description: Interns will be supporting various teams including program and product management, microfinance partnerships and business development. Interns will also participate in various skill-training workshops, networking and intern bonding events.
Internship Dates and Length: May 24th – TBD (in August)
Location: San Francisco, CA
Internship Stipend: Can apply for the Summer Internship Grant from the IRC. Candidates must submit a separate application once selected for the internship.

5) United Nations Environmental Program (UNEP)
Position Title: Program Management Analysis Intern
Organization Overview: UNEP is a UN agency focused on assisting developing countries in implementing environmentally sustainable policies. UNEP addresses multiple environmental issues including climate change, natural disasters, ecosystem management, environmental governance, harmful substances, and resource efficiency. UNEP operates globally with notable successful programs such as solar loan in India, marshland development in the Middle East, etc.
Internship Position Description: Interns will support the UN’s Human Securities team. Responsibilities include preparing official documents, attending and summarizing conferences and meetings, evaluation of projects, compiling statistics, making presentations, etc. Juniors or students who are planning to graduate with a joint masters degree (Advanced standing) are preferred.
Internship Dates and Length: Two months, starting date TBD
Location: UN HQ in New York, NY
Internship Stipend: Can apply for the Summer Internship Grant from the IRC. Candidates must submit a separate application once selected for the internship.
6) J-PAL Poverty Action Lab

Position Title: Development Policy Intern

Organization Overview: J-PAL is a research center based at MIT specialized in using a scientific approach, particularly randomized evaluations, to evaluate the impacts of various economic development policies and poverty alleviation programs. J-PAL advocates detailed empirical testing of policy impacts and only scaling up policies that are shown to effectively lead to growth. The organization works with many governments and NGOs in North America, Europe, South Asia, Southeast Asia, Latin America, and Africa. J-PAL’s research covers eight areas: agriculture, crime, education, energy and environment, finance, health, labor markets, and political economy. 
Internship Position Description: Applicants should have a strong interest in international development and/or public policy. The intern will help with J-PAL’s research network and projects, as well as work with partner organizations, the media and communications team, and on special initiatives.
